Head Lice 
There have been reported cases of head lice in the school. I am seeking your cooperation in checking your childôs/renôs 
hair to help minimise the impact of this outbreak of head lice at our school. 
Head lice do not transmit infectious diseases ï they are transmitted by having head to head contact with  someone who 
has head lice. You may be reassured to know that head lice are commonly found in places  other than at Mackellar Primary 
School. Head lice are common in school aged children and are most  adaptable creatures. They have survived living solely 

on humans for 10,000 years! 

What can you do? 

I seek your cooperation to check your childôs hair on a weekly basis and in those instances where head lice or eggs are 

found, to treat your childôs hair with one of the prescribed treatment options. 

How do I treat my child for head lice?

When can my child return to school? 

Health Regulations require that where a child has live head lice they should not return to school until the appropriate   
treatment of their hair has been started. Please note, exclusion from school refers only to those children who have live 

head lice present in their hair and it does not refer to the presence of head lice eggs. 

Mackellar Primary School is aware that head lice can be a sensitive issue and we are committed to maintaining your    

confidentiality and treating this issue sensitively and with student wellbeing in mind at all times.
